I. Where is the first place that the Ghost of Christmas Present takes Scrooge, and how were the people acting?
i. The city streets, where people were shovelling their snow on Christmas Day, and everyone was merry and without hard feelings

II. Why is Scrooge the Ogre of the Cratchit family?

i. Scrooge’s pitiful salaries and mistreatment towards Bob Cratchit is the cause of the Cratchits’ lack of money and living standard.

III. Why would Tiny Tim die if “these shadows remain unaltered by the future”?
i. The family is already in poor living standard because of their size, and Tiny Tim, being the youngest, is also the most vulnerable because of his lack of proper nutrition.

IV. Where does Martha work, and why did she propose to “lie a-bed” the next morning?

i. Martha works at a milliner’s, and there she is made to work hard for many hours at one stretch.
V. Who are Man’s children, who take refuge in The Ghost’s Robe? Describe them.

i. Ignorance (boy), and Want (girl). They are shrunken, and skeletal, “yellow, meagre, ragged, scowling, wolfish”.

VI. Out of the places the Ghost took Scrooge, which one actually made Scrooge happy, and laugh?

i. Fred’s Party

VII. What change did the Ghost’s “sprinkling” from his torch bring upon the people of the town?
i. All ill will was erased from the people, and replaced with the season’s cheer.

VIII. Why would a poor one need the Ghost’s “flavour” from the torch most?

i. Because it needs it most. Some poor people can’t afford enough to make merry on Christmas day, and wallow in that misery. The ghost’s flavour makes them forget that, and they can be happy without what they can’t afford.

IX. What did Tiny Tim say that astonished Bob so much at Church?

i. Tiny Tim said that he hoped that people saw him in church because he was a cripple, and it might be pleasant to them to remember upon Christmas day, who made beggars walk and blind men see.

X. Why was Mrs. Cratchit so reluctant to drink to Scrooge’s health?

i. Scrooge has been so unfair to Bob that Mrs. Cratchit thought him an “odious, stingy, hard, and unfeeling man”.
